
Biblical Principles of Worship – Part 4 of 5 
“Worship Is A Corporate Activity” 

 
 

What does Scripture tell us about worship? We have discussed three biblical 
principles since the May newsletter. This month’s discussion is that worship is 
indeed a corporate activity. However, before we go any further, the point needs 
to be made clear that private worship is also a biblical principle. The Lord even 
commanded us in regard to prayer, which is a form of worship: “When you pray, 
go into your room, close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen.”  
Matthew 6:6 NIV 
 
Linguistically speaking, worship of God can be seen as the same thing as 
praising Him and glorifying His name. We do that when we pray, sing songs of 
praise and worship, thank Him for our meals, and yes, even thanking Him for our 
trials that teach us His lessons. As a means of private worship, all of this is 
important and scripturally sound. However, Scripture goes further to discuss 
corporate worship and the discussion begins in Genesis and is woven throughout 
the Bible through Revelation. 
 
Genesis 4:26 speaks of men calling upon the name of the Lord when Eve’s 
grandson, Enosh, was born. Psalm 66:4 and 95:6-7 refer to corporate worship. 
“All the earth bows down to you; they sing praises to you, they sing praise to your 
name.” “Come, let us bow down in worship, let us kneel before the Lord our 
Maker; for he is our God and we are the people of his pasture, the flock under his 
care.” The Magi came to Jesus in Bethlehem as a group to worship him. 
(Matthew 2:1-2) The book of Revelation describes in detail the corporate worship 
system for eternity. (Revelation 4:10-11; 5:13-14; etc.) 
 
True, authentic corporate worship can only come through the heart of one who 
truly worships the other six days of the week. Keep the “main thing” the “main 
thing” and give Him the honor and praise He deserves. 
 
Challenge: Each evening deliberately recall three occasions during the day when 
you praised His name and glorified Him for who He is. Then, when you gather to 
corporately worship God, leave the world’s dirt, grime, and baggage at the foot of 
the cross. By doing so, you will be enabled to fully participate in the biblical 
principle of true, authentic corporate worship. 
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
